From Harrisburg inlernational Airport and Lancaster - Travel -283 Wesl (loward Harrisburg) to 1-83
Soulh o Exil 41A (Camp Hill - Route 581 West). Then lake Exit 5A (Camp Hill - Route 15 North).
Follow Roule 15 North far approximately 2 miles and the Radisson is on the lelt.

From Phlladelphla Area - Travel I-76 West (PA Tumpike) to Exit 236 (Gettysburg). Go Norih on Route
15 for approximaltely 6 miles, the Radisson is on the lefl,

From Pittsburgh Area - Travel I-76 East (PA Turnpike) lo Exit 236 (Gettysburg). Go North on Route 15
for approximalely 6 miles, the Radisson s on the lefi.

From New York Clty - From the George Washington Bridge, lhe Holland or Lincoln Tunnels, follow the
New Jersey Turnpike South lo Exil 14 (I-78 West).
